GOOD QUESTION! (Part 2)

Do parishioners believe in a loving and forgiving God or a God who
punishes the wicked? In the February letter | had a bash at a response to
the first part of the above question (a question put in the ‘Ask the Vicar box
in a local pub before Christmas). | said I'd respond to the second part later,
so here we go!

Do I (I can only speak for myself) believe that God punishes the wicked?
I's a question that could provoke images of God as an old-fashioned head
teacher wielding a cane. Or a fiery God smiting sinners with plagues and
goodness-knows what else. And ultimately the question haunts us with
ideas of a wrathful deity casting shivering humans into the fires of torment.
Do | believe in that sort of God?

No, | don't.

But nor does that mean | believe in a God who is indifferent to evil,
injustice, cruelty and deceit in human lives and societies. The prophets and
Jesus speak with one voice on that. God loves the world far too much to
leave it as it is.

The gist of what | want to say is just this: yes the line between good and
evil is drawn through every human heart; yes we all need forgiveness; but
the consequence of remaining unreconciled with God carries the seeds of
its own ‘punishment’, for to remain alienated from the light of God is the
ultimate ‘punishment’. But it's not God intentionally punishing us. Through
our separation from God we punish ourselves without realising it.
Meanwhile God grieves for us. The cross reveals a God suffering our
unrepentant folly, inhumanity & hardness.

The hope must be that God’s unfailing and invincible love will ultimately
prove irresistible and bring every one of us home. Any reconciliation will
also have to be a reconciliation between us and those we have wronged
ourselves. A tough ask!

To see a picture of the kind of God I’'m pointing to, read Jesus’ story of the
Prodigal Son, Luke chapter 15. The person wanting to see punishment
meted out in there is the self-righteous elder son. But God’s heart is a heart
of compassion.

May we trust in the light and love which calls us all to turn and come home.

RECOLLECTIONS OF A TINDALE RESIDENT

Babs Murthwaite’s fourth excerpt from her memories:

We travelled back and forth to our country cottage for many a year:

| was a bit sorry our camping days seemed to be over. Previously we’d had
alternate weeks at the caravan in the Wear Valley, the other we had gone to
different places to camp, where | used to like to help the farmer if | could.
Now we came to the same place all the time. We would come up via the
Wear Valley at first, past Eastgate where the caravan used to be, then over
Killhope through Alston.

We would get onto the Military Road at Heddon, which was a quiet enough
road. | memorized every stretch of that road in time. We would cut down the
steep bank into Haltwhistle. At first the main road would take us through the
main street of Haltwhistle, round by the station, under the railway line and
over the river on a little narrow bridge. Turn for Featherstone Castle and up
toward the Alston road. A steep arch bridge at Featherstone, a sharp turn at
another, cowslips all the way up the bank on the corner. One day as we
quickly turned left, our little dog had been standing on the edge of the open
window, and as the car swung round, whoosh, she went sailing out of the
window onto the road. She seemed unperturbed, and just sniffed her way
about. We didn’t go the longer Kellar route. | preferred this other way
because we got a good view of what was to become our “hills of home”, the
last two hills at the end of our section of the Pennines, before the land
dropped down to Halton Lea Gate and Tindale. As we turned onto the
Alston road, there was a tin building opposite. This must have been a
garage at one time. It was still advertising petrol for one shilling and
sixpence a gallon, and for long a time afterwards!

In time, a bypass was constructed at Haltwhistle. The main Hexham road
now ran between the town centre and the river. But the little bridge got
closed and we had to continue through the rest of the narrow streets and
over a new bridge. They never seemed to complete the new bridge because
it was just a single track to one side! | don’t know where the main road went,
we never got that far, though we had been used to continuing along the
military road to Greenhead to join the main Hexham road, then turn off for
our camping site at Gilsland. Now, of course, there are super new bypasses
everywhere.

Locomotive By Road
New Engine for Naworth Collieries
London to Hallbankgate

Naworth Colliery Company, Hallbankgate, have purchased another
locomotive engine for the work at their Collieries.

The new engine brings coal from the pits, stone from the quarries, lime from
the lime kilns at Forest Head, and shale from Forest Head, which is made
into bricks at Kirkhouse Brick Works. The new engine is 30 tons in weight,

and similar to the other two locomotives owned by the Company, the
Naworth and the Tindale. The new engine, to which the name of Alice
has been given, has been purchased from Messrs. Cowen and Sons,
Ltd., London. It was brought by road from London by motor transport by
the firm of Messrs. E.W.Rudd and Co.Ltd.

The transport left Shepherd’s Bush, London, a week gone Monday, via
the Great North Road, through by Brough and Appleby, and over
Hartside to Alston. Hallbankgate was reached on Thursday night.
Hartside was ice-bound, and it took those in charge six hours to climb it.
Owing to the bad conditions of the ice-bound road, they had to leave the
motor with engine over-night on Hartside, and the men travelled to
Alston to stay the night. Eventually the thaw came and the motor was
able to proceed on its journey on Thursday. On Friday morning it was
taken off the motor, and is now in the engine shed of the Company.

It was on this railway in the year 1829 that the first engine, The Rocket,
was run between Lambley and Hallbankgate. After use on this railway
the engine was presented by the late Mr James Thompson of Kirkhouse
to the London Museum.
